The first of a series on Object programming with SAS/AF begins with basic theory and software
design. A new subject is the session-level data vector defined in ENVLIST that is accessible by
all objects in the application. This works in pure batch mode and with SAS/AF GUI's. The
working example can be downloaded from the website. This code is used to create a daily
backup of Base/SAS programs, SAS catalogs, and SAS datasets.
